GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Sidewalks, stairways, parking areas and other areas shall not be obstructed or used for any other purpose than for ingress to and egress from the units.

2. Public areas shall not be used for the storage or placement of furniture or any other articles, including, but not limited to, plants, boxes, shopping carts, etc., unless approved by the Board.

3. No owner or occupant shall make or permit to be made by himself, his family, friends, tenants, servants or other invitees, any disturbing noises in the building or on the premises. Do not permit anything to be done by such persons that would interfere with the rights, comforts, or convenience of other owners or occupants.

4. No bundles or refuse will be permitted to be left in corridors, entrances, walks, courtyards, parking lots or lawns. Exposed balconies, carports and patios are not to be used for storage.

5. Garbage and trash containers are to be stored out of sight at all times, other than on garbage pick-up days, Monday and Thursday.

6. An adult owner or an occupant must supervise visiting children.

7. All damage to the common area caused by the moving and/or carrying of articles therein will be paid by the owner or the person in charge of such articles.

8. Nothing shall be thrown or emptied out of the windows or doors or off any balconies or porches, down stairways by owners, their tenants or servants. In the common areas, nothing shall be hung from windows or placed on outside windowsills, balcony banisters or patio fences. No shades, awning or window guards shall be used except as shall be put up or approved by the Association. No signs of any kind shall be placed in windows or on doors or other exterior surfaces or common elements, unless approved by the Board of Governors.
9. Dogs, cats and other domestic pets are allowed in the units, provided they do not disturb or annoy other occupants of the building. Any

inconvenience, damage or unpleasantness caused shall be the responsibility of the pet owner.

10. Garage doors will, while not in use, be kept in CLOSED position at all times.
11. Running exposed wires for electrical appliances in violation of electrical code is prohibited.
Page 2 — General Rules and Regulations
12. No radio, television aerial, dishes or antenna connections shall be installed outside the units without the permission of the Board of Governors. Owners or occupants shall not install or operate in the units any machinery, equipment, refrigerating or heating device, washing machine or washer-dryer or air conditioning apparatus other than the equipment and appliances initially installed therein or replacements thereof of a similar kind, type, size or capacity.

13. The Association reserves the right to make such other rules and regulations from time to time as may be deemed necessary for the safety, care and cleanliness of the premises and for the securing of comfort and convenience of all the occupants thereof.

THE FINE OR PENALTY ASSESSED WILL CONSTITUTE LEGAL ACTION.      

BOATS, BOAT SLIPS AND PIERS
RULES AND REGULATIONS (Revised JUNE, 2009)
1. All boats moored at The Breakers piers must be registered to residents of The Breakers.
2. A copy of your registration must be kept on file at the management company. 
3. All slips must be assigned by the Board of Governors and have your unit number displayed.

4. Only one (1) slip will be assigned per unit.

5. All pier modifications, additions, attachments of floating structures must be within the property line and approved by the Board. Your written plans must be submitted to the Board in the same manner as an exterior building modification.

6. Damage to piers, pilings, other boats, or any Breakers property and guests' property shall be the responsibility of the unit owner.

7. The Association shall not be held responsible for theft or damage incurred to any boat or personal property caused by accident, willful mischief, weather, mechanical failure or any other reasons not mentioned.

8. All rules of the Reservoir Patrol will be followed, including speed of the vessel, “Leave No Wake," and "Dead Slow." This includes wave runners, wet bikes and any other floating devices.

9. Electrical outlets are available on the long piers. You may have a meter installed by contacting Entergy.

10. Water is supplied to each slip at no charge. All pipes are drained during the winter months.

11. Maximum boat length is thirty-two feet (32'); houseboats of any size are prohibited.

CLUBHOUSE RULES AND REGULATIONS

(Revised JUNE, 2009)

These rules are written on the premise that the clubhouse and its facilities shall be limited to the residents of The Breakers homeowners and their invited guests for personal and private social functions as outlined in these rules. The clubhouse should be an extension of your living room and must be available on a fair basis for your use and enjoyment. In order to accomplish this and serve the purpose of both private and member use, the following rules were adopted and approved by the Board.

1. Use of the clubhouse shall be limited to the owners of The Breakers for their personal and private social functions.

2. Any Guest must be accompanied by a homeowner/resident AT ALL TIMES.

3. Each owner shall be responsible for any damage caused to the clubhouse or its contents by the said owner or any of the owner's family or guests. The owner will be responsible for cleaning. If the clubhouse is not cleaned satisfactorily, you will forfeit your deposit. All personal items should be removed as soon as possible. Management will not be responsible for any personals.

4. Persons using the clubhouse shall conduct themselves so that their actions will not be offensive to others.

5. The clubhouse will be available for private use. Reservations will be made on a first come, first serve basis and should be made at least one week in advance but not more than ninety days prior. A maximum of three (3) private party reservations per calendar year will be registered for any one homeowner. Maintenance fees MUST BE CURRENT. 

6. Each homeowner is responsible for turning off all lights and air conditioning. Lock all doors. All furniture back where you found it. The key should be returned to the management company.

7. The clubhouse will be available during the day and night, weekdays and weekends. Please limit weeknight activity to 9:30 P.M.; Christmas parties on weeknights until 11:30 P.M. Weekend parties until 1:00 a. m. When renting the clubhouse, the pool area is not included.  The pool area is open to all homeowners at all times.  Please confine your parties to the clubhouse and the area behind the clubhouse.  No one should be in the pool area after 10:00 p.m.
8. Residents using the clubhouse will be required to adhere to any special rules posted in the clubhouse.

NOTE: The Board of Governors shall have the authority to upgrade these rules by making the necessary changes and additions. The intent of the regulations listed above is to assure the maximum use of these facilities for the benefit of all the owners. Any violations WILL result in a loss of privileges or other penalties as the Board of Governors may determine.

When having a social function, the Management Company will assign you an entrance code for the gate. This should be handled with your guests in advance. Please do not ask the Management Company to open the security gate, as this allows anyone into the

property. The purpose of the gate is for the PRIVACY of all homeowners. Do not

disturb the Management Company unless there is an emergency!

PET RULES AND REGULATIONS
(Revised June, 2009)

GENERAL RESPONSIBILITY OF OWNER: No owner shall fail to exercise proper care and control of his animals to prevent their becoming a public nuisance.

1. 
CONTROL OF PETS: The Breakers Homeowners Association Board of Governors enforces a LEASH LAW.  All animals are to be restrained by a LEASH AT ALL TIMES. This applies to all animals including cats.
2. PERMITTING TO RUN AT LARGE: It shall be PROHIBITED for the owner of any animal to permit it to run at large. It shall be PROHIBITED for any animal to be kept outside on the decks at any time.

3. KEEPING OF VICIOUS ANIMALS: Animals which make unprovoked attacks upon other animals or people shall be considered vicious. Owners of such animals shall be held responsible for their actions and must assume financial responsibility and these animals will not be allowed at The Breakers.
4. Removal of waste: SEE CITY ORDINANCE BELOW.

5. VACCINATION OF DOGS AND CATS AGAINST RABIES: Any dog or cat six months of age or older shall be vaccinated against rabies.

6. KEEPING WILD ANIMALS: No person shall keep or permit to be kept any wild animal on his premise.
NOTE: SECTION 6-17 ORDINANCE: "The owner of every animal shall be responsible for the removal of any excreta deposited by his animal(s) on public walks, recreation areas or private property. It shall be unlawful for the owner of any property to allow unsanitary, unsightly or malodorous conditions to develop on his property due to the keeping, maintaining, owning or harboring of animals."

Please talk to the owner before having pets picked up,  Pet  owners, please listen to your neighbors. Do not force them into a corner by refusing to work with them; Obey the law.

THE FINE OR PENALTY ASSESSED WILL CONSTITUTE LEGAL ACTION.      

PARKING AREA REGULATIONS
(Revised JUNE, 2009)

1. All vehicles are to be parked in the owner's garage, carport, or designated parking areas ONLY. Homeowners with single garages/carports are limited to two vehicles parked in common areas. Homeowners with double or more garages/carports are limited to one vehicle parked in common areas.

2. No vehicle belonging to an owner, to a member of his family, or guest, subtenant, or employee of an owner shall be parked in such a manner as to impede or prevent ready access to other parking spaces. The owners, their employees, servants, agents, visitors, licenses, and the owner's family will obey any parking regulations posted at the parking areas and any other traffic regulations promulgated in the future for the safety, comfort and convenience of the owner and/or tenants and others using the premises. PARKING ON THE STREET IN FRONT OF THE UNITS IS PROHIBITED  AT ALL TIMES. 

3. The owners shall not cause or permit the blowing of any horn from any vehicle in which his guest, family, tenants, invitees or employees shall be occupants, approaching or upon any of the driveways or parking areas serving the property, except as may be necessary for safety operation thereof.

 4.  No vehicles shall be left standing in a common area parking stall in a

non-operative condition, nor shall there be any repairs to vehicles done in parking stalls, the street or common areas at anytime. NO VEHICLE BELONGING TO GUEST CAN BE LEFT IN THE COMMON AREAS FOR MORE THAN 48 HOURS.  The Board reserves the right to tow vehicles at the owners expense.
5.  No vehicle or trailer can protrude out past the roof overhang of carport into the street.
6.   NO BOAT TRAILERS, MOTOR HOMES OR LARGE TRUCKS, SHALL BE PARKED IN THE PARKING BAYS AT ANYTIME.
7.  Posted speed limit is 15 miles per hour. For the safety of all, please OBEY this limit.

8.  The management company and the Association reserve the right to remove, at the expense of the owner, any vehicle, boat or trailer parked in an unauthorized place or manner.

9. No "FOR SALE" signs are to be posted except at the mailbox.

FAILURE BY THE HOMEOWNER TO PAY THE FINE OR PENALTY ASSESSED WILL CONSTITUTE LEGAL ACTION.      

SWIMMING POOL AND SWIMMING POOL AREA RULES AND
REGULATIONS, (Revised JUNE, 2015)

1. Pool hours are daily 10:00 A.M. until 9:00 P.M.

2. NO GLASS OBJECTS ARE ALLOWED IN POOL AREA AT ANY TIME. Beverage cans, cigarette butts and other trash must be placed in garbage container after use. Each person is responsible for cleaning up before leaving the pool area. Garbage containers are kept back of the clubroom, under the stairs.

3. NO SWIMMING IS PERMITTED IN THE HARBOR WATERS of the Breakers Association dock and/or pier area.

4. NO CUT-OFF JEANS will be allowed. ONLY PROPER SWIMMING ATTIRE permitted.

5. Battery operated radios will be allowed at poolside, but only at a moderate level.

6. Persons with open sores or contagious disease MUST NOT enter the pool.

7. A Homeowner may invite up to the limited number of 4 guests with the use of the guest pool pass to the pool in the absence of the homeowner. Each homeowner is provided a bathroom key to the locked clubhouse entry door to the bathrooms.  Bathroom facilities are for homeowners and their guests use only.  
8. Unsupervised children or teenagers ARE NOT ALLOWED in the swimming pool area.  All children or teens must be accompanied by the homeowner.  
9. No running, rough or boisterous conduct will be permitted in the pool or  the  pool area. This is not only dangerous, but annoying to others.

10. No large items (except floats) are allowed in the pool.

11. No scuba or diving equipment allowed in the pool.

12. No pets will be allowed in the pool or pool area at any time.

NOTE: YOU ARE TO USE THE POOL AT YOUR OWN RISK. THERE IS NO LIFEGUARD ON DUTY. THE BREAKERS ASSOCIATION OR THE MANAGEMENT COMPANY WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR INJURY, LOSS OR DAMAGE TO PERSONAL PROPERTY.

The management company and the Board reserve the right to deny swimming or lounging privileges to anyone at any time without notice.
NOTE: ALL RULES AND REGULATIONS ARE TO BE ADHERED TO AT ALL TIMES.  ANY VIOLATION OF THE RULES AND REGULATIONS, COVENANTS AND BYLAWS WILL RESULT IN A FIFTY PERCENT (50%) FINE OF YOUR MONTHLY MAINTENANCE FEE.  FAILURE BY THE HOMEOWNER TO PAY THE FINE OR PENALTY ASSESSED WILL CONSTITUTE LEGAL ACTION.
